Equipment

· Appropriate backcountry ski gear including skis, boots, poles, and bindings. Please ask us for recommendations before purchasing or renting.

· Climbing skins that fit properly.

· Camera.

· Sunglasses, sunscreen, and lip balm.

· Internal frame backpack-3,000 cubic inches or larger. 

· Minimum of 1 qt. insulated water bottles and one small thermos. NO CAMELBACKS, they freeze!

· Food and snacks.

· COSAR card (Colorado Search and Rescue) available through AAG or Ute Mountaineer

· Personal medications.

· Personal TRAVEL SIZE toiletries.

· Headlamp and extra batteries.

Clothing-No cotton, all layers should be synthetic, wool, or silk.

· Synthetic ski pants or expedition weight long underwear.

· Underwear tops and bottoms should be synthetic, wool, or silk.

· Base layer.

· Fleece layer.

· Hats both sun and warmth types.

· 3 pairs of socks. One on our feet and two in your pack.

· Warm gloves made of fleece or pile. We highly recommend mittens that fit over your gloves.

· Waterproof jacket with hood and waterproof/windproof ski pants.

· An insulated jacket that fits easily over your other layers.

AAG will provide the following items as necessary.

· Maps, compasses, GPS, and altimeter.

· First aid and repair kits.

· Water purification.

· Avalanche beacons, probes, and shovels.

· Sleeping bag and sleeping bag liner

If you don’t understand any of the items listed here, please contact for clarification.

In addition to YOUR PERSONAL CLOTHING AND GEAR YOU WILL BE EXPECTED TO CARRY SOME FOOD AND a SLEEPING BAG LINER provided by AAG.
